3A Christian is one who is begotten and snointed
of the holy spirit. He has agreed to do the will of
God. The obligation devolves upon him to perform
faithfully his part of the covenant. This he must do
before he can enter the heavenly kingdom. The Lord
is not taking men to heaven merely to save them, but that
his purposes concerning the entire human family may
he accomplished and that his own name may be glorified.
Chere are some things for the Christian to do before
he is taken to heaven.
