Once you have the interlinear open, click on the Parsing button. In the pop-up window,
you will see all the different facets of the word in the middle. Next to each of them, you

will find words like “masculine,” “indicative,” and “relative pronoun.” To many of us,

these are complicated terms that we have never used before. BLB solves that problem
with a single click of the word, which displays a definition for your selected term.
