Twelve, the Seventies, High Priests,
and other officers. Now, just look at
it. Why should you not listen to one
man as much a3 to another connected
to that vine; in case he produces the
fruit of that vine? And they should
koow whether that branch is connected
to the vina: thay should know whether
the fruit is the same as that produced
by the head of the vine,

When I speak the troth, is it not
the same as though brother Brighum
spoke it? When [ tell it as it is in
the Lord Jesus Christ, what is the
difference ? 1 can go into my garden
and show you apple-trees thers with
perbaps a hundred limbs which have
applea on them.
